Accommodation: Our home for the 5 days will be The Norton Cabin at the Rough Close Campsite, a few miles outside of Coventry.
Teaching: Daily tuition from a team of the most experienced instructors in the country – street, park or ramp coaching from the Rubicon Skateboard School.
Parks: Although weather dependent, you can expect to visit the cream of British skateparks – such as Boardroom Skate Park (Leicester), Adrenalin Alley Skate Park (Corby), Creation Skate Park (Birmingham), Pioneer Skate Park (St Albans), The House Skate Park (Sheffield), Stoke on Trent Plaza, Milton Keynes Plaza, St Neots Skate Park, Bay 66 Skate Park (London), Central Skate Park (Manchester), Coventry Bowl and Burton on Trent Plaza.
Price: £360 all inclusive - accommodation, tuition, breakfast \ lunch \ dinner, travel (during the camp), admission to all skate parks, any activity costs and free goodies from sponsors.
Who: places are open to boys and girls aged 10+. The majority of camps – unless otherwise stated – are not suitable for complete beginners.
Safety: All staff are CRB checked and Rubicon Skateboards have full third party insurance. Safety throughout the camp is our primary concern and we risk assess every activity that we do. Our policies covering the welfare of the children follow recommended guidelines suggested by organisations such as the Adventure Activities Licensing Association (AALA). We are also applying for membership with the British Activity Holiday Association (BAHA) whose member centres have all agreed to abide by the BAHA Code of Practice and are committed to high standards of safety, value for money and customer service.

Deadline
·  Provided space is available, there is no deadline for applications – although campers are encouraged to register three months in advance of the session they are applying for to avoid disappointment, as places fill up very fast. Cheques must be cleared before the application is accepted.
Payment, Refunds & Deposits
·  All applications must be accompanied by the full course fee of £360*.
·  Non-refundable deposits of £60 are accepted to hold a place – with the remaining fees to be paid no later than 2 months before camp.

·  Anytime up to 1 month before the camp start date, upon written notice of cancellation, all fees less £60 processing charge per child are refundable.

· Cancellations within 30 days of scheduled arrival will not receive 

a refund.

The Camp recommends that all campers are covered by their own medical insurance. I also expressly grant to the Camp and any third party authorized by the camp the right to film, videotape, photograph, record the voice of and make any reproductions of the camper’s physical likeness and voice and the irrevocable right in perpetuity to use, display, and digitally enhance or alter in any manner, such likeness in any media now known or hereafter devised, including but not limited to the exhibition and/or online use, broadcast, theatrically or on television, cable or radio, or any motion picture film, video tape, DVD, CD, or any published articles in which such likeness may be printed, used or incorporated, and in the advertising, 
exploiting and publicizing of the Camp and Camp Products. I understand that safety gear is optional on the skate camps but that Rubicon recommends it for all participants. I understand that at some venues it will be compulsory for those under a certain age to wear protective gear and that these rules of a private establishment will supersede any personal rules. I understand that by initialing below, I give permission to allow my child to skate freely without protective gear on any course and that I have also read the advice laid out on the “Information on Safety and Insurance” document – and that otherwise pads will be compulsory at all times. Furthermore I understand that whilst Rubicon will deal with immediate care of any injuries and the welfare of the child, no fault or blame can be applied to the Rubicon Skate Camp - unless the injury came about through negligence of the staff or operations run by the Skate School. Arrival \ Departure
·  Children should be dropped off at The Rough Close campsite in Coventry between 9am and 10am on Monday. For those using Sat Nav or a map, the address is: Tanners Lane, Berkswell, CV7 7DD.
·  Children should be picked up from The Rough Close campsite on Friday between 3pm and 4pm. For those using Sat Nav or a map, the address is: Tanners Lane, Berkswell, CV7 7DD.
What To Bring
·  Skateboard, helmet and pads.
·  Suitable clothing for skateboarding in.

·  Warm clothing for the evenings and outdoor activities.

·  Sleeping clothes, toiletries and a towel.
·  Sleeping bag or bedding. 
·  Swimming trunks (optional).

·  Spare pair of trainers (optional).
·  Spending money (optional) – everything on camp is included in the price but if children want to buy any items for themselves from any skatepark shop etc, they will require their own spending money.
·  Electronics (optional) – it is up to you whether you bring telephones, mp3 players, games etc - although we can't take responsibility for loss or damage.

·  Food - there is no need to bring extra food or snacks. If you have any dietary requirements, please let us know.

Payment Policy (Additional Notes)
·  Although personal cheques are the accepted method of payment, in certain situations and upon request, fees can be paid by direct bank transfer. Please contact us to discuss your circumstances.
What Does Camp Involve
·  Rubicon are proud to offer the UK’s only week long residential skate camps.
·  Each day, the children will visit at least 2 skateparks and be given time to both learn from the staff, as well as ride freely with the other campers.
·  Most days are recorded on video, which provides fun footage to view at the end of each day, as well as going towards a fully edited camp montage.
·  It is planned to be an intense and exciting course where we can really explore new areas of skating with the children.
·  Depending on the camp – and the wishes of the children – other activities may sometimes occur in the afternoons or evenings; such as swimming, rock climbing, football and other group games.
Flexibility
·  Wet weather – in the event of poor weather, any outdoor skateparks that we had pre-planned on visiting will be replaced by indoor parks.
·  Ability – all skate camps are tailored to the ability levels of the children involved; and to the rate at which they progress.
Safety & Insurance
·  Children will be accompanied at all times. No child will be allowed to leave the camp or a skatepark unaccompanied. We stick together at all times.

·  Whilst we recommend that all children wear pads and helmets (and at some skateparks it is compulsory) – we understand that a lot of skaters prefer going without them for comfort and mobility reasons. Please read on for some additional comments from our senior instructor, Geoff: 
· Skating is without doubt one of the hardest and most complex sports to try and learn and hence very dangerous. If you skate or are trying to learn to skate, you will take some falls and that’s a fact. These falls could just result in a small bump, bruise or graze, but at the same time even a small fall, if awkward, could result in more significant injuries from small fractures, broken bones, long term injuries and even death.
· Protective equipment can stop or reduce the severity of many injuries and so we always recommend it. However, at the same time, I myself rarely wear full protective equipment. Why? I find it uncomfortable and restrictive. I have been skating over ten years and it safe to say I know what I am doing. That’s not to say I don’t need to wear pads because of how good I am at skateboarding – but more that I understand that even the slightest mistake could lead to an injury - and I am happy to take that risk and will deal with the consequences myself.
· As you can imagine, the issue of protection was also important to our insurance company. So although we can lend you knee, elbow, wrist guards and a helmet - if you wish to allow your child on the course with the choice of not wearing protective gear - then you must sign the extra disclaimer on the application form. 
·  During our skateboard sessions at the various sites, our insurance will cover you in case of negligence on our behalf but not for an injury caused through skateboarding. For example, if we take your children to a park and they fall because of a faulty board we provided, we will be responsible, as the condition of products we supply would have been part of our responsibility as stated in our risk assessments and preparation plans. However, if a child simply falls whilst trying to learn or develop tricks where there are no abnormal conditions whilst we will be responsible for the immediate care of the child, the ultimate repercussions and responsibility lies with the child.
·  Skating is more dangerous than trying to learn other sports – so whilst you must know the risks - we will insure that children stay within their capabilities.

Accommodation
·  Our home for 5 days will be the Norton Cabin at the Rough Close campsite and activity centre located 4.5 miles from Coventry City. This places us perfectly between a host of brilliant skateparks that we'll travel to daily in the minibus. 

·  The Norton Cabin is the premier accommodation onsite. It has sleeping accommodation for 18 young people in three bunk rooms and 4 adult helpers in a further two bunk rooms. It has full facilities including a large fully fitted kitchen, day room, toilet and shower facilities, central heating and a fire alarm system.
·  There are 2 pools available, one for pond dipping and one for pioneering. There is a Providore (tuck shop) on site, a campfire circle, a number of indoor activity halls and we even have our own field which is associated with the building and can be used for camping and games.
Food 
·  Every day the team will serve up 3 hearty meals: breakfast, lunch and dinner. We guarantee no one will go hungry - you're going to need a lot of energy for the next days skateboarding session..
·  Remember to inform us of any food requirements before you arrive so we can bring supplies. 

Am I Suitable
·  The majority of camps – unless otherwise stated – are not suitable for complete beginners. If your skateboard was bought from a toy store, if you are struggling to do an ollie or drop into a flat bank, if you only skate occasionally or at a small local park then it is likely you’re not quite ready for a week long residential skate camp.
